Many thanks for your prayers 

for Lorna during the time of her 

illness. The doctors are very 

pleased with her recovery up to 

date, but it will be some time before 

recovery is complete, so please continue to pray.  

As part of Lornaõs recovery we had a three week 

break, which was a great time of reconnection for Lorna 

and me with the work load in our parish demanding a lot of 

time from both of us.

I believe there are 

about one hundred children on the books at the moment, 

with many of the parents and children not church goers. To 

the team members who encourage and support them all we 

say ôWell done, good and faithful servantsõ and we will be 

able to celebrate and welcome into our faith community two 

of the mums who are being baptised in the near future.  

Youth Group is going through a time of rebuilding 

with a number of our young people returning home to Fiji 

and some of their mates not coming so often now. The team, 

under Erikaõs leadership, has refused to become 

despondent about this and they are regrouping and 

recruiting more young people, with others currently 

attending òSmartyõs Clubó ready to progress to Youth 

Group next year. If you know of any young people who 

would like to attend Youth Group, please contact Erika or 

the other team members, or leave details with the church 

office so that we can follow up on them.  

Steve and Linda Parker are doing a great job with 

the Young Adultsõ YAP Group at their place with a number 

of young adults participating in that group. They alternate 

evenings of open or guided discussion with social outings 

that provide an opportunity for fellowship.  

Sunday morning music group at the 8:00 a.m. service 

is looking for new voices to help lead the singing. If you are 

interested, please see Jacqui or Steve on Sunday mornings 

as they would like to welcome you ð no need to be a 

Pavarotti...just hold a tune.  

I would like to thank all people who contributed in 

any way to the Christmas in July Market and Cent Auction 

under Fayõs leadership ð it was a great outcome for our 

parish with just under $4,000.00 being raised. I pray that 

God will continue to bless you in your ministry for Him.  

There is not much news on the home front in regards 

to the building project other than the team is working very 

hard and things are beginning to fall into place. As we have 

news to report, Iõm sure Paul, Will, Fay, Jill, Chris, 

Dorianne, Christine or I will update you on progress.  

You will be aware by now that the Archbishop is 

visiting the parish on Sunday, 5 September. There will be a 

combined service at 9:00 a.m. with music provided by all 

three groups within our church so there will be a bit of 

everything happening.

Foundations 
When Wilson Carlile's 

personal fortune was 

wiped out by the de-

pression of 1873, the 

successful silk merchant 

gave his life over to God. 

After training as an Anglican priest, Carlile sparked contro-

versy in 1880 by introducing picture shows into his church 

service. Soon the church was packed with common people 

from the streets of Kensington, in London's inner -west. 

Carlile formed the Church Army in 1882 and moved 

to the nearby slums of Westminster. At his open -air meet-

ings hundreds committed their lives to Christ. Soon former 

criminals and addicts were declaring the saving power of 

Jesus to huge crowds. Undeterred by accusations of 

'dragging the church into the gutter', Carlile urged his 

workers to 'go for the worst'.  

Despite evangelists 

being pelted with stones and 

beaten, the Church Army 

grew rapidly, training hun-

dreds of ordinary folk and 

deploying them as evangelists 

to churches across England. 

Carlile commissioned mobile 

evangelism teams, living in caravans and moving from vil-

lage to village. Homes and shelters established for alcohol-

ics and the destitute.  

Since then the ministry has spread to the US, Can-

ada, Australia, New Zealand, Africa and Scandinavia. For 

125 years God has used Church Army to transform the lives 

of 'the least, the last and the lost'.

The result of Cowland's campaign was unanimous 

support from every Australian Bishop to establish the 

Church Army in Australia. For the past 70 years the Church 

Army has been serving the Australian Church with a focus 

on conversion, consecration and committed church mem-

bership.  

Church Army began in London in 1882. Founder, 

Wilson Carlile, was known as the "Archbishop of the Gut-

ter" and the "Apostle to the Outsider". His personal motto 

was "Go for the worst". His heart resonated deeply with 

God's heart for the least, the last and the lost!  

A lot has changed since 1882, or even 1932, but one 

things remains constant: "Jesus Christ is the same yester-

day, today and forever." And he calls ordinary men and 

women to be his hands and feet in a hurting world.  

 

What we do 
Across Australia there is a spiritual drought  

It is a drought of trained workers reaching the spiri-

tually marginalised of our society ... like young adults, the 

welfare dependent, blue collar workers, and those in rural 

areas. 

The dream of Church Army is to break that drought 

through three key initiatives.  

Plant local mission bases 
Local Mission Base is our 

term for mission shaped, 

and mission driven church. 

Local Mission Bases are 

communities of disciples 

who see themselves as missionaries to the people of the 

surrounding area. Mission means building relationships, 

offering practical service, acting with compassion and shar-

ing the good news of Jesus. 

Local mission bases not only introduce unchurched 

people to Jesus, they also provide a context to develop the 

next generation of local missionaries from Australia and 

overseas. Further, Local Mission Bases start new Local Mis-

sion Bases to make more disciples in other locations.
